¢ Seeks to manage towards a low carbon
portfolio and targets an overall carbon
intensity that is at least 30% lower than that
of the MSCI Emerging Markets Index.

¢ Uses a negative screen to exclude securities
issued by companies based on their
exposure to ESG risks.
